This white oriental will be
available throughout the
month of March. Santander,
an elegant and large upright
flower with

stem. This
gorgeous
lily is availa-
ble year
round.

We have a number of new
varieties in pink. Fenice, a
beautiful light pink with good
color on the

very  upright
buds. It is a
very strong

and  sturdy
stem on a
compact plant.
Fenice will be

available till the month of
May. Tarrango, a brand new
test lily only available for a
very short time. It is a stun-

ning  dark
pink  with
vibrant
buds. This
lily is
named after
a grape
used in Aus-

tralian wine production, the
fragrance is intoxicating.
